Specs for Group Presentations


Our class will be giving group presentations on the last few days of school.  You’ll be working in teams of three or four students. The topics available are designed to stimulate a classroom discussion after the facts of your research have been presented.  Of course your research must be thorough so that you and your team are well prepared for the robust discussion that is sure to spring up in class!

What you have to do:
A) Prepare a five to ten minute presentation.

· All team members must speak.

· Create and include a PowerPoint presentation that presents the facts and discussions found in your research.  Just put the general points on slides.  Tell us the details, but show the important “catchy” ideas. Have a CD copy of your PowerPoint presentation to submit to me on presentation day

· Produce a printed final bibliography of ALL resources actually used.  This may be different from your initial bibliography that you first submit. You need 4 periodicals, 4 books, 4 net sources, 4 GALE sources.
